Teacher Grant
2007-2008

The Capital One Teacher Grant program awards nine $1,000 grants annually to help Henrico County high school 
teachers develop, plan and implement innovative classroom programs.  Teams of teachers within or across all 
subjects are eligible to apply for a team grant.  Capital One has a strong commitment to education and understands 
the importance of teaching youth.  In support of this commitment the Foundation has joined in a partnership with 
Capital One to provide these grants.

Projects that will be considered: 

Direct learning experience projects for classes of all grades 9 through 12 will be considered.  Projects should 
include innovative approaches to teaching subject content and create hands-on opportunities for students.  Practical 
learning inputs and outcomes should be included in all project plans.  All proposed projects must address specific 
curriculum requirements and the Standards of Learning. Teachers outside of core subjects should submit grant 
proposals that correlate to the SOLs in order to qualify.

Proposal must include:

 A brief description of the target population, subject or subjects being taught and description of curriculum 
goals and core SOLs being addressed by the project.

 A comprehensive overview of the project to include: project objectives, explanation of non-traditional 
interactive learning experiences, expected student outcomes and measurement practices for the project.

 A brief bio or resume of the teacher with primary responsibility for the project.

Funded projects must be implemented during the spring semester of 2008.  At the conclusion of each funded 
project, a Capital One Civic Engagement Grant Project Report must be completed.  The project report should 
include a comprehensive account of student outcomes and achievements, as well as information on insights gained 
and how those insights will affect future teaching efforts.  This form is available on the HEF website.  

Applications must be submitted by September 26, 2007 and will be reviewed by a committee comprised of 
Foundation board members and Capital One employees.  This application can be downloaded from the HEF 
website www.cvco.org/education/henedf/ and emailed to Susan Stanley at sfstanle@henrico.k12.va.us. Grants will 
be awarded by November 15, 2007.
