Purpose:

The grants encourage and reward innovative classroom
instructional approaches to the accomplishment of curriculum goals and objectives and/or
Standards of Learning Objectives.

Persons Eligible to Apply for Grants:
Any classroom teacher (elementary, middle or highgurrently employed by the
Henrico County School Board.

Eligible Proposals:
Instructional approaches or projects must follow the mission of the Henrico Education
Foundation and be designed to begin during the 2008-2009 school year.

Henrico Education Foundation Mission Statement:
The Henrico Education Foundation, Inc., in partnership with Henrico County
Public Schools, supports public education in the creation of innovative
educational opportunities, recognition of outstanding achievement and
promotion of excellence for all students, teachers and staff

Award of Funds:

The Henrico Education Foundation will award a series of grants to&8id@ to $2,000
for each projectto individual classroom teachers or teacher teams. The number of awards will
depend on the number of proposals submitted and the strength of each grant application.

Selection Criteria:
X Proposals must include content that is based on the curriculum outline and/or the
Standards of Learning. Specific evidence of this connection should be provided in the
grant objectives.

X The degree to which the proposal represents a creative approach to the accomplishment
of prescribed curricula, instructional objectives and/or Standards of Learning (SOL’s)
and allows for methods of instruction that address a variety of learning styles.

X Proposals should be sustainable for more than one year allowing for continued focus to
be continued after funds have been used.



X Proposal should address a new project as opposed to one previously accomplished or
under way.

X The degree to which sound evaluation procedures are incorporated in the proposal.

Grant Submission Process:
1. Application forms are distributed to principals and should be made available to all
teachers. Applications can also be found on the Foundation’s website.

2. Four copies of all grant applications and cover sheets should be submitted to Paula
Roop at the School Board Office by 5:30 p.m Aaugust 20, 2008.

3. The principal of the school for which the grant is written must sign all applications.

4. The Henrico Education Foundation Grant Applications Review Committee will review
applications.

5. For each grant application submitted, the committee shall make one of the following
recommendations: (a) approval; (b) approval with conditions and/or modifications;
(c) disapproval with suggestions for resubmission and (d) disapproval.

6. Proposals require a final written report presented to the Board of Directors of the
Foundation by July 1, 2009. This form will be provided if the grant is funded and
can also be downloaded from the HEF website.

7. Applicants will be notified of decisions I8eptember 15, 2008

8. Successful projects will be funded and the Board of Directors of the Henrico Education
Foundation will issue grant awards.

Responsibilities of Grant Recipients:
1. Use the awards for the purpose intended.

2. Prepare a final report that may be shared with other schools and teachers. Be willing to
present a brief overview at a Henrico Education Foundation's board meeting and/or
provide an article for the Foundation’s Annual Report.

3. Agree to return any unused funds over $100 to the Henrico Education Foundation.

State Accreditation?
X Is it in line with the mission of the foundation?
x Will it impact a broad base of students?
X Is it innovative?

X Promise only what you can reasonably expect to achieve.

X Relate to purpose and objectives
X Include type of intervention program or curriculum used.
x Be specific

Evaluation:
X Relate to stated objectives
X Methods used to evaluate success
x Indicate how you will know whether the project was successful.

Reporting Requirements:

x Grant winners will be expected to complete the Great Expectations Final Evaluation by
July 1, 2009 This form will be sent to schools that are awarded a grant. The report
should discuss the results of the project and the impact that it had on student learning.
Sample products, which demonstrate the project results, should be included with the
form.
