cases, documentation may be required

Be pursuing a Standard or Advanced Studies diploma
Possess a minimum G.P.A. of 2.5

Submit evidence of leadership skills and a commitment to school and community service

Provide evidence of involvement in co-curricular activities

*Criteria denotes primary focus

APPLICATION GUIDELINES:

Applications should be completed with care and attention to detail.

o Your essay represents you. It should be typed, double spaced and free of grammatical errors.

o A school transcript including test scores, SAT and ACT scores must accompany the
application.

o Attach a letter of recommendation from a teacher, counselor or principal.

o Scholarship funds will be paid directly to the college or university the student is attending.

o The Henrico Education Foundation Scholarship Screening Committee may request an
interview with final candidates.

o Applications should be submitted to the high school Guidance and School Counseling

Department by the date designated by the school. It is the responsibility of the student to
obtain the due date.
o The scholarship will be awarded at the student’s Senior Awards Assembly.
